The Galaxy & capable of carrying over
200,000 pounds or the eguivalent of two
M-60 tanks.

Capstone Program links active, reserve component units

An agreement Lo further develop the
Army Capstone Program  was  signed
recently by soveral TS, military leaders,
The memorandum of understanding was
made belween the Commander of the
U.8, Army Forees Command, the Chiefs
of the MNational Guard Bureau and Army
Heserve, the Commander of the Western
Command snd the Adjutants General of
the several states.

Capstone is short for the Army Cap-
stone Program, & mutual support program
which evolved [lrom two  separate but
related  programs -~ the Support Unit
Improvement Program (SUIP) and the
Wartime  Mission/Utilization  Program
(WARMUP),

SUIP developed peacetime Lraining and
support relalionships of asctive and reserve
logisties units with their most logical
higher headguarters. WARMUP linked the
units to their higher headguarters for war-
time purposes.

“Capstone  ties  together active and
reserve component units in a way thal has
never been done helore" explained Col,
Harold O, Loy, director ol Plans, Opera-

tiong and Training, Army Guard state
headguarters.
Capstone 15 desipned to  optimally

group aclive and reserve component umnits
for wartime- and sustaining-based needs,
develop training and planning associations
for units in each Capstane grouping so that
those units can train and plan in peace-
time with the organizations they would
function with in wartime, provide a clearly-

deflined organizational [ormat for loree
planning and provide priorities [or support
of aetive and reserve component unite,

Capstone should improve mebilization,
training, deployment, force management
and wartime planning.

Under Capstone, an individual’s peace-
time training is baged on the job he or she
would perform under wartime conditions,

“The program identilies the active
Army headquarters s unil would be assign-
ed to il it were mobilized," Loy said. Units
with similar missions are n a group or
“package'” usually from the same geo-
graphic area. Packages either deploy to
Europe or provide slateside support,

Onece mobilized, the package is com-
manded by the senior headguarters in the
group. “Active and reserve component
units will be mixed, with each [urnishing
information to the others” Loy said,

Peacetime  training programs  will be
mutually agreed upon by all components
involved,  Also, peacetime chains-of-
command will not change, “The chain-of-
command will remain the same for sach

slate’s Nabtional Guard -- through the
Adjutant  General of the state,™ Loy
saidl.

Programs which will be affected by
Capstone include: participation in major
joint  training and readiness exercises;
training, including affiliation and round-
out; mobilization stationing; resources and
priorities. for reserve and guard compo-
nenls, such ay recruiling and retention
beneflits and equipment issue,

Guard, DES efforts avert water shortage crisis

Residents ol three eastern Hentucky
commiznitics have been able to aveid o
water shortage crisis, thanks to efforts of
the Kentucky MNational Guard and cooper-
ation between the Guard and the stale’s
division of Dbsasier and Emergency Soer-
vices.

A gevero drought had drastically deplet-
ed water supplies in the cities of Jenkins,
Iner and London, when oflicials of those
areas contacted Gov. John Y. Brown Jr,
for help. Although local emergency mes-
sures had heen implemented, the situations
wore becoming eritical and cach area faced
the prospect of being totslly withouot
water, even for [ire-Tiphting, health and
sanitation purposes.

Gov, Brown authorized Maj. Gen, Billy
G. Wellman, the Adjutant General, to
utilize any neecessary resources to bring
relief to the areas.

Because the requests for aid occurred
over a period of several weeks, Gen,
Wellman had Lo utilize a variely ol re-

sources and units. As Adjutant General,
Wellman also heads the state disaster
response agency, which maintzins & stock-
pile of 1,600 gallon per minute pumps,
nearly nine miles of eight-inch steel pipe
and the necessary valves and couplings.

During the three separate operations,
troops from the 201st Engineer Battalion
in Ashland and Cynthiana were called Lo
help, as were Kentucky Guardsmen from
Danville and the Combined Support Main-
tenance Shop in Frankfort.

The troops wused cranes, front-end
loaders and other heavy equipment to
lpad and transporl Tour pumps and more
than seven miles of pipe. In cach case, the
equipment averted the water shortage
crigis, And, in the most dramatic case,
more than nine million gallons of wator
had been pumped over a mountain in Inex
in the first 30 days of operation,

Althoupgh a current television commir-
cial may disagree, in Kentucky “relief” is
spelled MN-A-T-I-0-N-A-L G-TU-A-R-ID,
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
